APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

 FOR ORGANIZATIONS
The monies of the CAROLINA CHILDREN’S CHARITY are intended to support patient care, medical services and related activities.

Grants are provided to schools, agencies, hospitals and organizations that serve children with birth defects and/or childhood diseases. These grants may assist with the purchase of special equipment, therapy and other medically necessary/beneficial services related to serving children with birth defects and/or childhood diseases. Applications are reviewed on a case-by-case basis. 

Deadline for applications is July 31. Applications and questions should be addressed to Sonya Beale, LMSW – Executive Director, at the address and telephone number listed above.

Eligibility

1. All children who will be served must be residents of the Lowcountry.

2. All children who will be served must be age 18 or younger.

3. All children who will be served must have a birth defect and/or childhood disease.

Letter of Intent

The applicant should submit a letter of intent with an authorized signature, such as principal, district superintendent, executive director, or chief executive officer. The letter must be on the agency’s letterhead, should not exceed two pages and should indicate the name and contact information for the project coordinator.

The letter should include the following:

· Problem — a brief statement of the problem or need your agency has recognized and is prepared to address; 

· Solution — a short description of the project, including what will take place and how many children with birth defects and/or childhood diseases will benefit from the program, description of the beneficiaries’ birth defects and/or childhood diseases; how and where the program will operate, for how long, and who will staff it; 

· Funding requirements— an explanation of the amount of grant money required for the project, total project budget and what your plans are for funding it in the future;  

· Organization and its expertise— a brief statement of the name, history, purpose, and activities of your agency, emphasizing its capacity to carry out this proposal.
